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Martin Bennett lives and works as a translator/teacher in Rome, Italy. He has 
had other poems published in Quadrant, Stand, Wasafiri and other magazines. 

Anthony Bond is currently Director Curatorial at the Art Gallery of NSW 
where he has been responsible for international contemporary art since 1984. 
In addition to initiating an international collection Anthony has also been 
responsible for many exhibitions at the gallery and overseas. In 1992 he curated 
the 9th Sydney Biennale Boundary Rider which is widely acknowledged to have 
initiated the attempt by international Biennales to expand the field beyond 
traditional Western sources. In 1994 he was one of the Curators of the first 
Johannesburg Biennale and in 1999 he curated TRACE the inaugural Liverpool 
Biennale in England. He has also curated more historical exhibitions such as 
BODY in 1997 that traced aspects of realism from the mid 19th century to the 
present through artworks that involve a degree of embodiment. He is currently 
curating Self-portraits in oils 1500-2000 (from Durer to Freud) for the National 
Portrait Gallery, London and AGNSW Sydney.

He moved to Canada in 
1970 and is the author of fifteen literary titles. A cycle of his poems was the focus 
of a one-hour TV special, Under the Watchful Eye (Silver Falls Video Productions, 
1993). The audiotape of Under the Watchful Eye was released by Broken Jaw 
Press in September, 1995. Audiotapes of him reading Opening The Stone Heart 
and Blackbirds have been produced in the United States (Sound Seven Studios, 
1992 and 1999). Tasting The Winter Grapes won the Award of Excellence from the 
Hamilton & Region Arts Council. In 2001 Deahl was presented with the Charles
